MULTI-ELEMENT BEHAVIOUR SUPPORT


Our service has been involved in providing Multi Element Behaviour Support for people with behaviours that challenge for many years. This is provided by training a staff member or a family member in conducting a functional behaviour assessment, developing a multi-element behaviour support plan and implementing, monitoring and reviewing the multi element behaviour support plan in partnership with the person and if appropriate, members of the person’s family and staff team while under the appropriate supervision of a clinical supervisor.(A person qualified and competent to provide clinical support to the case.)
Multi Element Behaviour Support is an approach that acknowledges the idea that difficult behaviour is a language used by people who have no other way to relay their message. The target behaviour becomes unnecessary when the behaviour finds a voice.
It is based on a two-part assessment that involves ‘getting to know the person’ and ‘getting to understand the target behaviour.’ This assessment forms the foundation for a multi-element behaviour support plan that focuses on, not only reducing the target behaviour but also involve adapting the environment to achieve a better fit with the needs and characteristics of the person, teaching social and communication skills to provide the person with alternative ways of behaving and to provide the staff team with a way to react safely, non-aversively and sensitively in difficult situations but also on improving the person’s skills and lifestyle. 

Your consent is necessary for the following: 

1. As part of the course requirements the facilitator will complete a comprehensive behaviour assessment and develop and implement a multi-element behaviour support plan with you/your family member.

2. This work will be presented and evaluated by the lecturers on the course who are registered psychologists / behaviour specialists and at times the work will be discussed with the class of students as part of the training course. 

3. The student will present their work orally, and in written assignments for review and feedback. They will also be required to complete a 2-minute video clip of how they implemented a skills teaching procedure.  

4. This work will be completed with you, and any other people that you identify as being important to this assessment.

5. All material and work presented in the training course will ensure your confidentiality, and the confidentiality and privacy of any other people involved in this piece of work, at no time will your name be used or information given to identify who you are.

6. The video clip will be viewed by the tutors only, unless you agree otherwise.

7. You do not have to agree to participate in this and should you say ‘no’ this will in no way affect the services you receive either now or in the future.
